4.1. Cases of 4 left out DRWs which were deferred in previous meetings due 
to some deficiencies and re-submitted by the department were placed 
before Empowered Committee. While examining the case files of these 
incumbents in terms of provisions contained in the Jammu and Kashmir 
Daily Rated Workers/Work Charged Employees (Regularization) Rules, 
1994 notified vide SRO 64/1994 read with Government order No. 26-F of 
1994 dated 31.01.1994, the Committee cleared and approved creation 
of 2 posts of "Helpers" in the pay scale of 2550-3200 (Pre-revised) for 
regularization of as much number of DRWs from the dates shown 
against each detailed in the below matrix.

4.2. The above recommendations are further subject to following conditions:- 
(i) The Department shall verify HRs/MRs of first ten months of the 

incumbents to establish genuineness of their claims. 
(ii) The department shall issue speaking order under seal and 

signatures of HoD concerned, certifying therein that the 
incumbents were engaged as daily rated workers in 08/92 & 01/91 
respectively and fulfill eligibility criteria prescribed in SRO 64 of 
1994. 

(iii) Continuous working from the date of initial engagement and 
drawal of wages at notified rates shall be established/certified by 
the concerned HoD. 
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(iv) The department shall get breaks, other than those certified and 
verified by the department to be due to non-availablity of budget, 
condoned from the Competent Authority and breaks subsequent to 
the date of regularization shall be seen and verified by the 
department and no arrears of salary shall be drawn for the period 
wages have not been paid. 

(v) The incumbents are eligible for regularization and fulfill all 
conditions as laid down in SRO 64/1994. 

(vi) The Department shall verify the date of birth and Permanent 
Residence Certificate of the DRWs, prior to issuance of 
regularization orders. 

(vii) Relaxation of age/qualification, wherever required, shall be 
considered by the Department with prior approval of the 
Competent Authority. 

(viii) Regularization orders shall be issued by the concerned HOD after 
formal orders for creation of posts are issued by the Administrative 
Department. 

(ix) The posts shall cease to exist on death/retirement/resignation/ 
termination of the incumbents or their adjustment against any 
hierarchical post. 

(x) Arrears from date of regularization to the date of issue of 
regularization order shall be paid in five equal annual instalments 
after projecting the same under Annual Budget Estimates of the 
Department.

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5.- Contempt No. 239/2009 in SWP No. 507/2008 titled Ram lal and 
others Vs State and others. 

5.1. Cases of Chanchlo Devi, Kanchan Devi, Ram Lal, Krishen Lal, Om Parkash 
and Dewan Chand were placed before the Empowered Committee in its 
meeting held on 31.03.2016 for recommendations/decision. These cases 
were found deficient and the department was advised to issue and furnish 
a speaking order under seal and signatures of HoD concerned certifying, 
interalia, the status, date of engagement, continuous working from the 
date of engagement and eligibility of the incumbents for regularization 
under SRO 64 of 1994 and also furnish CV statement of the incumbents 
from date of engagement to 02/2006 afresh showing therein month-wise 
amount paid. 

5.2. The DRWs had invoked judicial intervention for regularization of their 
services in terms of SRO 64 of 1994 and the Hon'ble High Court on 
22.12.2008 has disposed the case with orders as under:- 

''In view of the statement made by Mr. Gupta learned AA~ this 
petition is disposed of with the direction to the respondents to 
consider the case of the petitioners for their regularization in terms 
of SRO 64 of 1994 within a period of four months from the date 
receipt of copy of this order. In case any adverse order is to be 
passed then the respondents shall pass a speaking order after 
hearing the petitioners. // 

5.3. The Committee was informed that the department has admitted that the 
petitioners were engaged as DRWs in 1990 to 1992 and furnished a copy 
of speaking order issued by the Chief Engineer, PHE Department, Jammu 
wherein it has been certified that the petitioners fulfil all the formalities as 
laid down in SRO 64 of 1994. It could not be established whether there 
are breaks in drawal of wages from date of engagement to 02/2006 as no 
full details of amounts paid have been made available. The Committee 
decided to approve creation of 6 posts of "Helpers" in the pay scale of 
2550-3200 (Pre-revised) for regularization of the petitioners from the 
dates shown against each detailed in the below matrix:
