Whereas, the Commercial Taxes Department vide
communication No. 53/Adm/2094-95/CCT dated 30-01-2015 has
intimated that Mr. Hari Krishan Sharma, Incharge Commercial Taxes
Officer had been confirmed as Commercial Taxes Officer w.ef

14-11-2005 to 30-11-2005.

Whereas, the said officer has retired on superannuation from
the services w.e.f 31/10/2006 and as such was entitled to be confirmed
as Commercial Taxes Officer upto the date of his retirement i.e.

31/10/2006.

Wheras, the case of Mr. Hari Krishan Sharma, Incharge
Commercial Taxes Officer was placed before the DPC/PSC for his
regularization in terms of available records and seniority list of
Inspectors of J&K Excise & Sales Tax(Commercial Tax)(Subordinate)
Service issued vide G.0 No. 24-F of 2003 dated 10-02-2003. Since the
name of the said official figures at S.N0.107 in the above said seniority
list and his date of birth had been mentioned as 10-11-1947, as such he
had to retire on 30-11-2005. Moreover, there was no official evidence
that the said official has applied for correction of his date of birth as
mentioned in the above said seniority list. Accordingly, the DPC/PSC in
its minutes held on 25-06-2014 cleared regularization of Mr. Hari
Krishan Sharma as Commercial Taxes Officer w.e.f 14-11-2005 to
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30-11-2005 which was

communicated by the J&K PSC vide
communication No.

PSC/DPC/Finance/2013 dated 27-06-2014.
Subsequently, on the recommendations of J&K PSC, the Finance
Department vide G.O. No. 157-F of 2014 dated 01-07-2014 issued formal
promotion/regularization of Inspectors of Excise and Commercial Taxes
Department as Excise Taxation Officers/Commercial Taxes Officers.

Whereas, in pursuance to this department’s communication
dated 11-03-2015, the Commissioner, Commercial Taxes was requested

to furnish the following information enabling to this department to
examine the issue afresh on its merits:-

i) Documentary evidence whereby Mr. Hari Krishan Sharma, has applied for
correction of date of birth as “10-11-1948" instead of “10-11-1947" in the
senjority list of Inspectors J&K Excise & Sales Tax(Commercial
Tax)(Subordinate) Service issued vide G.O0 No. 24-F of 2003 dated

10-02-2003 and action taken by the Commercial Taxes Department
thereafter.

Reasons for not pointing out the above said position by the Commissioner,

Commercial Taxes who was also the member of the DPC/PSC as the agenda of
the meeting was also circulated to him in advance as well.

Whereas, the Commercial Taxes Department vide
communication No. 53-Adm/1997 /CCT dated 22-12-2015 has intimated
that the matter was taken up with Excise Commissioner, J&K for
providing documentary evidence regarding correction of date of birth of
Mr. Hari Krishan Sharma as he was posted in Excise Department as
Inspector, at the time of issuance of Seniority list of Inspectors of J&K
Excise and Sales Tax(Subordinate) Service. Excise Commissioner, J&K
vide communication vide his No. EC/Adm/PF/3815 dated 09-12-2015
has conveyed that no such record is available in his office wherein the
retired officer has represented for correction of his date of birth.

Whereas, on the basis of authenticated documentary
evidence(i.e first/relevant pages of Service Book, Matriculation

Certificate & communication dated 07-04-2006 of Deputy Commissioner,
Commercial Taxes(HQ) received from Commercial Taxes Department, it
transpires that the DoB of Mr. Hari Krishen Sharma is as 08-10-1948 and
as such, has to retired on superannuation w.e.f 31-10-2006.

Whereas, the matter has already been settled by the
PSC/DPC, as such, it has been felt appropriate to take up the issue again
with J&K PSC/DPC alongwith background and documentary evidence of
